                              Protecting Your Family from the Flu                                      

Prepare for the flu:  

Get your family vaccinated for seasonal flu and 2009 H1N1 flu when vaccines are available. 

Plan for child care at home if your child gets sick. 

Identify children who are at higher risk of serious disease from the flu and talk to your 

healthcare provider about a plan to protect them during the flu season. Children at high risk 

of serious disease from the flu include children under 5 years of age and children with 

chronic medical conditions, such as asthma and diabetes. 

Identify a separate room in the house for the care of sick family members. 

Update emergency contact list. 

Collect games, books, DVDs, and other items to keep your family entertained if your child is 

sick and must stay home. 

Monitor the health of a sick child and any other children in the house by checking for fever 

and other symptoms of the flu. 

Vaccinations: 

Vaccinations are the best protection against contracting the flu. 

You need two vaccinations to be fully protected this year. The seasonal flu vaccine is differ-

ent from the H1N1 (swine) flu vaccine. The CDC is encouraging people to get both vaccina-

tions. 

The CDC recommends that certain priority groups receive the H1N1 (swine) flu vaccine as 

soon as it becomes available.
